Criteria of Membership

· qualifications - 18+ yrs old, studio or residence in Chatham Co
· jurying - members must be juried; can do any exhibit/tour

· Current membership - approx 60
· Membership dues and fees - 
· Guild - working member = $50, non-working = $100

· Tour - working member = $200, non-working = $400

· Other exhibits do not have a fee

· Dues cover costs of hiring people we have no volunteers for (secretary/admin, website and public relations, for ex)

· Must exhibit or be on tour to maintain your membership. If artist misses more than 2 years of exhibiting, required to re-jury.

· "Friends of the Guild" for donation-only folks 
Structure

· Board - 8-11 Board members; no special breaks on dues or fees 
· Committees: guild committees for work that all artists benefit from year-round and tour committees for work specific to tour
· Two member meetings per year - approx January and June

· Communications - Via email (Board-to-Board member; Board-to-general member) plus new optional member-to-member list serv
Events sponsored

· exhibits - Carolina Brewery bi-monthly, and for 2016, Liquidambar Gallery, NC State Craft Gallery
· tour - last year was 23rd annual; added "Artists-Invite-Artists" program to the tour last year to add 'new' art, draw new patrons.
· occasional workshops
PR: last year focus on trying to cultivate younger patrons and members
· traditional - print, tv, radio (usually tour only for traditional)
· social - FB, Instagram

· qualifications - self identity, studio or residence in Orange Co
· jury to become member - most years accept between half and 2/3 of applicants

· Current membership - 124 (86 on tour in 66 studios in 2015)
· Membership dues and fees - 

· Guild - $100

· Tour - working member = $250, non-working = $500

· Work is 8 hour minimum, some payment for skilled workers (brochure design, web page), and free tour for others with many hours of work responsibilities.

Structure

· Board - 8 Board members incl. chair, treasurer, secretary, fall liaison member, and three at large members (vice chair designee)
· Committees: 17 committees- 7 for tour, all somewhat related

· Quarterly member meetings 

· Communications - Listservs for Board-to-Board member, Board-to-general member and member-to-member
